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Since the establishment in 1980s, the metal workshop located

at headquarters of the Association in Shek Kip Mei has been
providing services to people with disabilities, the elderly, their
families and carers, as well as professionals in various
rehabilitation institutions and hospitals. In compatible with
meeting the service needs of the society and improving the work
efficiency, the resolution for the integration of the metalworking
workshop, woodworking workshop, electronic workshop and
electric wheelchair repair workshop for the provision of
one-stop aids services for the disabled cum repairing service
was adopted. The merged new workshop is relocated to a larger
unit so as to provide a comprehensive and integrative product

design and repairing centre.

With the continuous development of our services, our
head office in Shek Kip Mei and the electric wheelchair repair
workshop in Kwai Hing have faced the insufficient working

space for a long period of time. The service points of the

product production services scattered in different locations
also diminish the effective utilization of resources such as
manpower and equipment. In facing such difficulties, the
integration of the workshop and relocation with ample
working space is an ideal solution. The Association can use
the relocated workshop space for service restructure and

reorganize the working space.




The planning of relocation from identifying a suitable site,
drawing up renovation plan and conducting the renovation work
had taken almost a year. During this period, despite being affected
by the COVID-19 epidemic and the work from home
arrangement, the staff on the one hand worked hard to maintain
the service as to minimize the adverse effect to the service users.
On the other hand, they had to spare the time to arrange the
relocation tasks. With the joined effort from the team, the entire

relocation plan was completed in April this year.

The metal workshop has been in operation since the 1980s.
There was only one metalworker at that time and gradually
developed into three workshops, including the equipment

manufacturing workshop, electric wheelchair repair workshop
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and digital e-workshop with a total of more than ten staff

members including the electronic engineer, mechanic,

metalworkers, carpenters etc. At the same time, the technology of
the workshop has also been continuously improved with the
increasing number of manpower and service centres. The manual
machines are the major tool of production previously gradually
developed into the intensively usage of electronics and
complicated circuits. Presently, the workshop is focusing on the
development of 3D printing technology and standardized
production process to enable the workshop keep in pace with the

modernization and technology advancement.

The combined new workshop is located near the original site
of the electric wheelchair repair workshop, with a total working
area of over 3,000 square feet. It includes the metal workshop,
carpentry workshop, electronic workshop, one staff and one
barrier-free toilet, conference room, 3D printing area and office.
The new workshop accommodated with personal lockers and tea
corners to improve the staff working environment. A new
reception area which provided a comfortable area for the service
users was added. The overall area of the workshop has been
increased to enable the frontline staff have a better working
environment as well as to improve the favorable workplace

conditions including the occupational safety and health.

The Association has in accompany with the growth of the
aids service development. Special thanks to various charitable
organizations and foundations including The Community Chest
of Hong Kong, The Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust and
The Fu Tam Iam Foundation Limited for their continual support
over the years to enable the sustainable development of the

product production service.
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Rotating Board

To assess the needs of children's sensory integration, the rotating board is specially designed by our Association. The
rotating plate is designed in moderate size and made with smooth material, which is convenient for children to sit on
the rotating plate easily and safely. The board is equippd with the handle which enable the child to stabilize their body
while rotating. The assessor can rotate the rotating plate at different speeds to let the children feel the sensory

stimulation, thereby improving and strengthening the sensory system.
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Oral muscle and oral sensory assessment tool

The aids product service spent a long time researching the use of food-grade materials and finally made use of 3D
printing technology to produce an oral muscle and oral sensory assessment tool that mets with the food-grade
requirements. This tool can be placed in the mouth and stimulates the sensory nerves to identify different shapes so as

to enhance the oral muscle and sensitivity.
